Allow one blank line and continue with authors’ names, grouped by affiliation, in
Times New Roman, font 12, centered, single-spaced. Corresponding author must
be underlined. Affiliation with full postal address in next line should follow. Use
Times New Roman, italics, font 12, centered, single-spaced. Corresponding
author’s e-mail address should be included in the next line in plain centered text.
Allow two blank lines. The main abstract follows in plain text, Times New
Roman, font 12, fully justified, single-spaced. Abstract should not exceed 300
words. No graphs, figures or tables are allowed.

Allow two blank lines. A statement on the Topic of the abstract and the preferred
presentation method must be included. Next, the full title, name, and coordinates
of the corresponding author, with telephone, fax. numbers and e-mail address
must be included.
